According to Ozarks Food Harvest, 150,000 people live in poverty in the Ozarks, and 50,000 
are children. The food bank distributes nearly five million pounds of food annually to its network 
of 323 hunger relief agencies across 29 Ozarks counties. Ozarks Food Harvest also offers 
direct relief through its Kids Cafe, Food for Thought, and Mobile Food Pantry programs.
